Participants will learn 
interview strategies and evidence-based investigation 
techniques to overcome credibility challenges and 
successfully investigate sexual assault cases.    
 

June 17: This course covers the 40+ drugs that have 
been identified in drug-facilitated cases (including 
associated symptoms and paraphernalia), how these 
cases present to hospitals and law enforcement, how 
professionals may be missing them and the inherent 
difficulties in investigating these cases.

She is 

president of Project GHB, a nonprofit organization working 

on drug-facilitated sexual assault, drug abuse prevention and 

treatment issues regarding GHB and other drugs.
